1. Submitted entries, supporting material and images remain the property of International RiverFoundation (IRF). This may be utilised by IRF for educational and/or fundraising purposes.

2. Entries identified as finalists must supply approximately 10 minutes of supporting visual material that visually captures the nominated project, in the form of digital broadcast quality DVD format with time coding of content. This material is required for publicity purposes (e.g. awards ceremony); it does not influence the judging process and will not be returned. 
3. Finalists attend the International Riversymposium at their own expense – IRF is unable to provide financial assistance.

4. All finalists will have the opportunity to present their work during the International Riversymposium program.

5. Winners agree to present as a keynote speaker in the plenary following the announcement AND to attend Riversymposium in the following year (submitting a paper and presenting is optional). 

6. Riverprize winners agree to document their award winning processes and make it available for RiverFoundation to share with other groups. Winners also agree to provide testimonials about the impacts of winning the Riverprize and how Prize monies have been utilised. 

7. Australian organisations applying for the Australian National Riverprize are NOT eligible to enter the Thiess International Riverprize in the same year. 

8. Riverprize winners are not eligible to re-nominate for 10 years in the same category. 
9. Contact with any member of the Riverprize judging panels during the judging process, will render the entry invalid. 

10. Members of the Riverprize judging panels may contact referees and make enquiries of acknowledged river and waterway systems scientists and independent experts in regard to any of the entries. The judges’ decision will be final. 

11. The twinning component of the Prize will be available to the winner for up to 18 months. Monies will be paid to the winner, once a compatible twinning partner has been identified, and 3-5 year project plan has been approved by IRF.
